CIGRÉ 2018 GENERAL SESSION

USNC “Call for Synopses and Papers” from U.S. Authors

Deadline for Synopses of Proposed Papers to USNC:  Friday, April 28, 2017
(Do not send proposed U.S. paper synopses or proposed U.S. papers to the CIGRÉ Paris office)

The CIGRÉ 2018 General Session will be held August 26 - 31, 2018 at the Palais des Congrès in Paris, France.  The Technical Committee of the U.S. National Committee of CIGRÉ (CIGRÉ USNC) invites U.S. authors to prepare and submit their synopses of proposed papers for this 2018 Session to USNC VP, Technical Activities John D. McDonald (johnd.mcdonald@ge.com) by Friday, April 28, 2017. 

The U.S. authors are requested not to submit their proposed paper synopses to the CIGRÉ Paris office directly. The CIGRE Paris office will return such documents to the senders as the CIGRÉ Paris office has assigned each National Committee the responsibility for the 2018 Session to review and recommend its National Committee papers to the CIGRÉ Paris office for further review and acceptance. U.S. authors also must follow the USNC’s “Call for Papers” schedule (see below and next page.) for the submittal and review of U.S. paper synopses and full papers, not the posted CIGRÉ Paris office schedule. The author of a U.S. paper (or main author, if there is more than one) also must be a member of the CIGRÉ USNC, either an Individual Member or a representative of a Collective Member. The other co-authors of the paper need not be CIGRÉ members. 

The CIGRÉ USNC is limited to 10 synopses for the 2018 Session under the National Committee Allotment (NCA) category, the same number as for the 2016 Session. The USNC also will submit 10 additional U.S. synopses for acceptance under the Additional Allotment (AA) category, and 10 additional U.S. synopses for acceptance under the International Allotment (IA) category. For the CIGRE 2016 General Session the USNC had 28 of the 30 synopses accepted. The USNC Technical Committee will review all synopses (abstracts) of proposed papers, as well as the full papers when available, and select those to represent the USNC.  The papers must meet the following criteria:

· Be of the highest technical standard, not published elsewhere, and contribute to technical progress.

· Address only one of the 2018 Session “Preferential Subjects” and clearly identify the one being addressed.

· The Preferential Subjects (see attached PDF file) were mailed to all CIGRÉ members with their copy of the December 2016 ELECTRA magazine.
· The synopsis of a proposed paper must be at least 500 words. Synopses of less than 500 words are not acceptable. Synopses must be prepared in the CIGRÉ format (see attached Word file).
· Synopses must reach the CIGRÉ USNC Technical Committee Chairman John D. McDonald by April 28, 2017.  Synopses must be submitted electronically to johnd.mcdonald@ge.com. This deadline will be strictly enforced.  

· For those synopses accepted by the CIGRE Study Committees, papers must be prepared in the CIGRÉ format. The paper preparation template will be sent to the authors of the selected synopses. 

· Papers accepted on the basis of synopses are subject to further review once full papers are submitted.

· The schedule for submittal of paper synopses and full papers to the USNC for the 2018 Session is as follows.

	December 1, 2017
(Full papers due for final review.)


· Authors will be notified of paper selection results based on synopsis review by October 12, 2017 by the USNC VP, Technical Activities. The main author of the paper should review the CIGRÉ Copyright Provisions (see attached PDF file) provided by the CIGRÉ Paris office.

USNC Schedule for the Review and Selection of U.S. Papers for 2018 CIGRÉ Session

(April 28, 2017 - February 15, 2018)


The U.S. authors should note that the schedule for the submittal of synopses of proposed papers and full papers to the U.S. National Committee (USNC) of CIGRÉ is different from the paper schedule posted by the CIGRÉ Paris Office. The difference is due to the fact that the CIGRÉ National Committees are requested to perform the first screening of the paper synopses and the full papers and recommend their respective National Committee’s papers to the CIGRÉ Paris Office for further review and acceptance.   


Therefore, the U.S. authors are requested to follow the USNC schedule (and not the posted CIGRÉ Paris office schedule) and send their synopses of proposed papers and the full papers to the USNC VP, Technical Activities John D. McDonald (johnd.mcdonald@ge.com).  If synopses and papers are sent directly to the CIGRÉ Paris Office, they will be returned to the senders, thereby delaying receipt by the USNC’s Technical Committee and possibly missing the USNC’s paper schedule deadlines, which will be strictly enforced.  

The USNC schedule for the submittal of 2018 Session paper synopses and full papers by U.S. authors is as follows:

1) April 28, 2017 --- Paper synopses (at least 500 words) are due to the USNC VP, Technical Activities John D. McDonald, P.E. (johnd.mcdonald@ge.com); Smart Grid Business Development Leader – North America, Global Smart Grid Strategy Group; GE Grid Solutions; 4200 Wildwood Parkway, Atlanta, GA 30339.
2) end of April – end of June 2017 --- Review of synopses of proposed U.S. papers by USNC Technical Committee.

3) By June 30, 2017 --- USNC VP, Technical Activities submits selected USNC paper synopses to the CIGRÉ Paris office. 

4) June 30, 2017 – October 12, 2017 --- Review of paper synopses by CIGRÉ Study Committee Chairmen and the CIGRÉ Technical Committee Chairman.

5) October 12, 2017 --- Main U.S. author will be notified of the CIGRÉ selection results by the USNC VP, Technical Activities.

6) October 12, 2017 – December 1, 2017 --- U.S. authors to complete their full papers.

7) By December 1, 2017 --- Full papers due for review by the USNC Technical Committee.

8) December 1, 2017 – February 8, 2018 --- Review of full papers by USNC Technical Committee.  A paper may still be rejected at this time if it is considered not sufficiently relevant.

9) By February 15, 2018 --- USNC Technical Committee Chairman submits selected USNC papers to the CIGRÉ Paris office.
